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PASSIVATING SOLUTION PPAS
Main active passivating component of solution is nitric acid. 

Solution acts corrosively to skin, eyes and  mucous membrane.

While working with passivating solution special care is demanded.  Avoid inhalation of fumes because they contain volatile acid.  While leading passivating process, nitric oxides are created, which are also harmful to human system.
Personal protection
While working with passivating solution apply personal protection i.e. goggles, acid-proof gloves and apron. Pickling process should be realized in well ventilated rooms or in airy or breezy places. Pickling in containers have to be realized in hermetic suit with gas-mask for acid vapours.
Safety measures
After passivating process, elements should be rinsed with stream of water.  Washings should be neutralized with  neutralizing paste PN-1. Neutralized with paste PN-1 pickling agent is completely harmless to human and environment. 

In the case of accidental release use neutralizing paste. Next rinse with plenty of water
     (passivating solution is neutralized when adding next batch of paste PN-1 does not 
      cause bubbling).
Passivating solution is uninflammable.
First aid
In case of skin contact, place of contact intensively rinse with water  and use 20% solution of magnesium sulfate eventually 5% solution of  baking soda(or use paste PN-1). In the case of ingestion immediately administer milk or 5% solution of calcium gluconate, next seek medical help.
Do not apply artificial respiration.
Do not rub burned places with tampon.
